Rotarians gearing up for World Polio Day

Rotarians around the globe are planning events to raise polio eradication awareness and funding for World Polio Day on 24 Oc-
tober.

Australian club members are working with the Global Poverty Project on a petition drive aimed at persuading world leaders to
fully fund the critical work of the Global Polio Eradication Initiative. Supporters can sign the petition online.

The Global Poverty Project has scheduled an End of Polio Concert on 28 October to coincide with the Commonwealth Heads of
Government Meeting in Perth, Australia. Rotarians have joined with the group to lobby leaders to put polio eradication on the
meeting agenda. Hugh Evans, cofounder and CEO of the Global Poverty Project, is a scheduled speaker at the 2012 RI Conven-
tion in Bangkok, Thailand, in May.

"Global collaboration has ensured that eradication is within reach," says Michael Sheldrick, the group's polio campaign manager
and a member of the Rotary Club of Crawley, Western Australia. "Our generation has a chance to realize a historic opportunity
and ensure that no one else ever has to fear this disease. That’s why it’s vital we commit to finish the job."

Among other events planned around World Polio Day are these:

Rotarians in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, are organizing a Walk to End Polio Now, aimed at drawing 4,000 participants and raising
money for Rotary's US$200 Million Challenge to match $355 million in grants from the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation
in support of polio eradication.

® The Rotary Club of Venezia-Riviera del Brenta, Italy, has organized a Run to End Polio fundraiser as part of the 23 October
Venice Marathon.

Rotary, Rotaract, and Interact clubs in Canada and the United States are coordinating a Wake Up Across the Continent polio
awareness initiative during the week of 24-28 October. Each club is encouraged to participate and to publicize its activities,
share ideas, and post images on Facebook.

® Rotarians in Finland will conduct a "This Close" campaign with ads in print, on television, and online 24-28 October, and
they plan a fundraiser on World Polio Day.

® Rotarians in Canada have arranged for the "This Close" TV public service announcement and other polio-related program-
ming to air on CBC nationally throughout October.

Rotarians in Africa have started a "This Close" page on Facebook for World Polio Day, encouraging fellow Rotarians to replace
their Facebook profile photo that day with their "This Close" photo from www.thisclose.net.

® The Rotary Club of Linlithgow Grange, Lothian, Scotland, is sponsoring a Scotch Hop dance fundraiser on 29 October to
benefit Rotary's challenge.

® Rotary clubs in Boston will present A Festival of Voices: Singing Out to End Polio Now on 23 October, with all proceeds to
benefit the challenge.

® The Nepal PolioPlus Committee will host a one-day seminar on polio in conjunction with the local UNICEF office.

Public Relations Plan

Main target:

To get more citizens aware, especially whose who leave
in Nicosia area, about our club, and our activities.
What is Rotary, who are the Rotarians, what does
Rotary do. Specifically, we should try to overcome and
to clarify a misunderstanding and a misperception that
runs across a lot of people in Cyprus that Rotary is a
kind of a "sect" (heresy).

Use of media:

In our days the use of media, especially electronic
media, is a very powerful, important and effective tool
(and vehicle) in order to promote and to inform the
public about our organizations and our club's activities.
We are listing below some of our initial suggestions
regarding the promotion of our club's activities
through the media:

e Prepare and send press (news) releases to all
media (electronic and printed) regarding our
major activities.

e  Arrange the participation of our President and/or
other Board members to various local radio pro-
grams, in order to speak and to explain the role,
the function and the importance of our organiza-
tion and especially our Nicosia-Lefkothea club.

e Inform the media (especially some "key" media

persons and journalists) but also the public, in
general, about our official web-side, so they can
visit it and get the appropriate information.
They could also have a link to our weekly elec-
tronic bulletin in order to follow our meeting
activities and other general activities and pro-
jects of our club.

Events that could be attractive to the media:

We should organize specific events that are attrac-
tive both to the media and to the general public.

Such events could be "tea - afternoons", dinners,
special "theme" nights, or special nights (parties) at
a local night club (such event could be also attrac-
tive to younger people). We can also organize spe-
cial events like a Christmas Gala dinner, a Carnival
dance dinner, a Saint Valentine's Day special din-
ner, an Easter lunch day, out in the fields, with the
traditional lamb "suvla", etc. We can invite one or
two notable, expert speakers (according to specific
subjects and fields) well known Doctor, or a well
known media personality, to give a speech thus,
organizing an event open to the general public. For
all these events and activities we can always collabo-
rate with other local clubs.

Local government officials:

We could arrange meetings of our Board Members
with high positioned local government officials in
order to inform them about our activities, our ef-
forts to support and to help the society through our
charity activities and events and to make them
aware about our existence and our function, espe-
cially in the district of Nicosia. Such meetings will
be largely covered by the media.
