Tens of thousands of health
workers reached hundreds of millions of children
with vaccine, in some of the most difficult conditions
imaginable. Yet this progress, momentous as it is, is
still fragile. As long as polio exists in the two remain-
ing endemic countries of Pakistan and Afghanistan,
the virus still has the potential to spread and to
spark new outbreaks. Now, more than ever, we need
the power of all of Rotary to carry us through to the
end: not just a polio-free Africa, but a polio-free
world. Wherever you live, we need your voice, and
your help. I ask all of you to read and use the materi-

als in this tool kit to find ways to raise awareness in

your community, and beyond. We need every Rotar-
ian, in every Rotary club, to be talking about polio:
making sure that media outlets report on our pro-
gress and our elected officials see polio eradication
as a global priority. Together, we will End Polio Now
and truly Be a Gift to the World.”
